The Public Works Committee meeting was called to order at 6:41 pm.

Inventory of Lease Agreement

Mr. Jones distributed a list of lease agreements for which the City receives payment. He stated

that many of these agreements are outdated and need to be reviewed. He stated that this is a
partial list only.

Ms. Goodman-Hinnershitz questioned if anyone monitored the payments to ensure they were
received. She noted that East Ends Athletic Club has stopped making payments to the City.

Mr. Marmarou stated that the group leasing Egelman’s recently received a $5,000 grant. He
questioned what the grant is to be used for and to whom it was awarded. Ms. Goodman-
Hinnershitz noted that many people believe this field is owned by this organization, rather than
by the City. Mr. Jones stated that he was unaware of the grant and noted that if it is for field
maintenance/repairs it should be turned over to the City.

The Committee requested that Ms. Katzenmoyer contact Mr. Younger to obtain information on
this grant and to hold this organization accountable as necessary.

Ms. Goodman-Hinnershitz stated that grant money is used many times for repairs to City
properties but that the facilities still belong to the City. She used the Fire Tower as an example.

Mr. Jones stated that Pagoda-Skyline is not included on his list as they to not make payment to
the City.



Ms. Goodman-Hinnershitz noted the liability issues this may cause.

Mr. Jones noted that PP & D Partners LP were the former owners of the building near First Energy
Stadium. He stated that the lease payment was for the use of the City owned parking area. He
noted that the City has not received payment since this building was sold to Colonial Electric but
that they continue to use the City owned parking area.

Ms. Goodman-Hinnershitz noted the need to monitor the use of all City facilities.

Mr. Marmarou questioned if the others included on the list were making payments to the City.
Mr. Jones stated that they are.

Ms. Katzenmoyer stated that she will combine this list with the list received from Mr. Denbowski
for a more complete review. Note: attached

Mr. Jones stated that he will submit his recommendation to approve the name change to City
Council. He stated that he will recommend the approval on the provision that the Housing
Authority pay all costs related to the name change.

Ms. Goodman-Hinnershitz voiced her support of the name change.

Ms. Katzenmoyer was instructed to add this topic to the February 28 Committee of the Whole
agenda. She was asked to prepare an ordinance for introduction at the February 28 regular

meeting.
