PUBLIC COMMENT 

President Acosta stated that no one was registered to address Council. William Frymoyer, 

President of AFSCME 2763, requested the opportunity to speak. Council approved the 

request and provided Mr. Frymoyer with three minutes to address Council. 

 

William Frymoyer, President of AFSCME 2763, stated that management is telling rank and 

file employees that two aides are being eliminated from the 2013 Position Ordinance. He 

stated that the Administration has the misconception that there is not enough work in the 

CSC to warrant the current staffing levels and is suggesting the elimination of two employees.  

He stated that CSC Management has advised these employees that their positions are being 

eliminated.  He suggested delaying separation discussions until the Position Ordinance is 

enacted and is official.  He asked Council to reinstate these positions into the Position 

Ordinance for 2013.

He 

noted the need to add one ordinance for introduction relating to a transfer of funds in the 

2012 Public Works budget.
